Team uniforms must consist of like colored jerseys with 6” number on the back,
no two players can wear the same jersey or the same number.

Each team may register up to 20 players, each team must have 9 players in
uniform to start and finish each game, and there is a $40 forfeitfee for each game
that a team can not field at least 9 players.

Team rosters are finalized after the seventh game.

The Amateur Softball Association (ASA) governs softball rules of play unless
otherwise stated in the RFPRA rules and regulations.

Time limit on all league games will be one hour and fifteen minutes or seven
innings. One pitch leagues games will be one hour and fifteen minutes or nine

innings.

Included with team fee will be one dozen softballs.
